Let's Celebrate a Birthday ! 
 

Something we all have in common is a Birthday!  How do you like to celebrate yours?  A meal?  
A day out?  Time with your family and friends?  Looking back over the years?  Getting presents? 
Taking others out for a treat?  A cake !?  We also share anniversaries which are occasions to cel-

ebrate, such as a wedding anniversary. 
Organisations too have days which mark their foun-
dation, a sort of birthday or anniversary. 
This month is the birthday of the church, the anni-
versary of its foundation.  It is on Sunday 4

th
 June, 

the Day of Pentecost, formerly known as Whitsun-
day.    
 
On the first Day of Pentecost we are told in Acts 
chapter 2   .... 
When the day of Pentecost came, they were all to-
gether in one place.  Suddenly a sound like the 
blowing of a violent wind came from heaven and 
filled the whole house where they were sitting.  
They saw what seemed to be tongues of fire that 
separated and came to rest on each of them.  All of 
them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to 
speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them. 
 

When Jesus ascended into Heaven, which is just 10 days before Pentecost, and forty days after 
his resurrection, he had instructed the disciples to wait for the coming of the  gift of the Holy Spir-
it.  The Holy Spirit would enable the disciples to continue the mission and ministry of Jesus and 
equip them for the tasks God would ask them to do. 
We are told  .. 

They devoted themselves to the apostlesô teaching and to fellowship, to the breaking of 
bread and to prayer.  Everyone was filled with awe at the many wonders and signs per-
formed by the apostles.  All the believers were together and had everything in common. 
They sold property and possessions to give to anyone who had need.  Every day they 
continued to meet together in the temple courts.  They broke bread in their homes and ate 
together with glad and sincere hearts, praising God and enjoying the favour of all the peo-
ple.  And the Lord added to their number daily those who were being saved. 

 
This is a description of the birth of the 
church and how it looked at the outset. 
The Holy Spirit equips disciples for ministry 
and provides gifts such as those mentioned 
in Galatians 5  ..... 

The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, 
peace, forbearance, kindness, good-
ness, faithfulness, gentleness, and 
self-control.  Since we live by the 
Spirit, let us keep in step with the 
Spirit. 

 
So this Pentecost let us celebrate the birth 
of the church, the coming of the Holy Spirit 
and the many gifts and fruits of the Spirit.
