FROM THE VICARAGE    DECEMBER 2017 
 

We start the season of ADVENT on Sunday 3rd December. This takes us on a journey over 4 
Sundays right up to Christmas. We then have the 12 days of Christmas. 
So often there can be confusion as to when Christmas starts and ends. Christmas Day is  Day 
One, followed by 11 more. 
 
So what is Advent about? 
The four weeks of Advent are to do with getting ready, being prepared, looking forwards.  It 
is the time when we think about and get ready for the celebration of the Son of God into our 
world  .. 2000 years ago in a stable in Bethlehem, the baby Jesus. We also think about the 
future return of Jesus  .. BUT not as a baby next time round, but as Lord, King and Judge of 
all. We ask ourselves in Advent are we ready for his second coming? 
During Advent there are various ways to keep the season special. In our churches we use the 
colour purple for the various linen cloths, altar frontal, the vestments and the candles are also 
purple, usually 4 of them, one for each of the Sundays of advent. There is also an absence of 
flowers and the readings, hymns and sermons are about the coming of Jesus  .. as a baby and 
returning as King and Judge. We do some self searching to ask ourselves if our lives are 
pleasing to God or are there changes we need to make. It is similar to Lent  .. a period for self 
searching, self discipline, repentance and seeking to make changes. 
 
AND THEN COMES CHRISTMAS !!! 
A 12 day celebration, giving thanks to God for the gift to the world of his one and only Son 
Jesus. Jesus brings hope, peace and love and by his life, death and resurrection (which we 
celebrate at Easter) he reconciles the world to God. Jesus gives life new meaning and gives it 
a new direction and a purpose. His birth is the cause of great joy and celebration amongst 
those who believe. 
 
At Christmas we encourage everyone to come along to our churches to hear again the 
wonderful and amazing Christmas story. The details of our Christmas services are in the 
magazine and available from all our churches. 
Do come along and join the celebration with us. 
 
I take this opportunity to wish you all a Happy and Blessed Christmas and every good wish for 
the New Year, 2018.

The Archbishop of York is spending a Friday to Sunday in every deanery this year and next, 

as a follow-up to his Pilgrimage of Prayer last year. Our deanery’s, South Wold’s turn is 15th 

– 17th December, so naturally his visit will have a Christmas theme. Having led a major 

service in All Saints, Pocklington last year, he is not doing a repeat this time but will be 

spending Friday afternoon in Woldgate School, pursuing an imaginative programme which 

the head and others have devised for him. This follows other school visits in the morning. 

 From Woldgate he travels to Stamford Bridge where he will hold his daily 15 minute 

press/media briefing, then join in with a families’ event. Following an evening meal with his 

hosts in Allerthorpe he will preach at a community carol service at Thornton. 

 Saturday’s activities include a coffee morning at Barmby Moor, an opportunity to 

meet the public in Market Weighton Tesco from 11.30am and again at Langlands from 

3.30pm. In between the two he will lead a Communion at Northgate House residential 

home in Market Weighton, then in the evening preach at a carol service at Barmby Moor.  

 Sunday will be taken up with services at Allerthorpe then Market Weighton in the 

morning, after which there will be a Q & A session. His final appearance of the mission will 

be at Londesborough for their carol service at 3pm. Bishop John, Archdeacon Sarah and a 

small youth team are also helping in the weekend, which includes a visit from The Bus to 

Fangfoss on the Saturday evening. A postcard size flyer will shortly be available setting out 

the events to which everyone is welcome.

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The dark, colder nights have definitely arrived. I know a lot of people who can’t wait to 

return to the lighter evenings and warmer weather, but I do feel that every time of year has 

something positive to offer.  It’s lovely to get the fire on, draw the curtains and feel safe 

and snug if it’s wet and windy outdoors. It’s quite easy to feel a bit glum when the days are 

short and cold so we’ve been looking at some really positive themes over the last month or 

so and as we start the season of Advent and the lead up to Christmas.  

‘Helping people’ has been our first theme and we started last month by talking a little about 

people in our lives who help us: mummy, daddy, grandparents, teachers, doctors etc, and 

how they help to make our own world better and happier.  But what about people who we 

may never meet who help us? I asked the children if they knew why we wear a poppy in 

November. Some of the children had poppies with them and knew it was about 

remembering, so we had a little talk about Remembrance Day and how many people in the 

past and still today work very hard to take care of us all and make the world a safer place.  

You may have seen our poppy wreath which the children helped to construct, and we 

agreed it was very important to say ‘Thank You’. 

We also looked at stories from the Bible about helping people. Having friends is important 

to us all, but especially when we’re very young.  Friends help us learn, grow in confidence 

and help us to feel cared for and accepted.  We enjoyed listening again to the story of the 

Good Samaritan and how important it is to offer help to everyone who needs it – not just 

people we feel happiest helping.  It can be very difficult for children to be a friend to 

someone they feel they don’t like very much – and not much easier for adults to offer help 

to those who don’t fit our preconceived idea of someone in need, but we said a special 

prayer that God would help us all to help others and make the world a happier place.  

Peter was 

questioned by the Temple authorities as to whether Jesus had paid his taxes. Peter realised 

he had forgotten to do so himself and this worried him.  Jesus told him to go to the lake and 

The Pocklington Singers Christmas Concert will be held on Friday 8th December at 

All Saints Church, Pocklington at 7.30.

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drop in his fishing line and pull up the first fish he caught and look in its mouth, whereon 

Peter found a silver coin with which he was able to pay the Temple tax for himself and 

Jesus. The children has a lot of fun with a bucket and some paper fish, rod and line, trying 

to catch a fish and find the silver coin. Well, what has this to 

do with us helping others? It enables us to understand 

how Jesus was fully human, he had to pay his taxes like 

everyone else.  He fully understands every detail of our 

lives and is more willing to help us than, often, we are to 

ask. It can seem easier to offer help than to ask for it 

ourselves – we like to be capable and in control, but 

Jesus reminds us that we all need help sometimes – all 

we need do is ask! 

December now focuses on Advent and waiting for Jesus.  We usually, on our last session 

before Christmas, have a Little Saints Nativity.  This can get very crowded and noisy and 

lose its focus so this year we’re going to try something a bit different.  Each week from 

Advent Sunday until Christmas we will hear a part of the Christmas story and build up a 

Christmas storyboard, ending with the 

shepherds visiting the stable.  The children will 

be able to make a small costume craft the 

previous week (perhaps an angel headband 

or animal mask) and wear it the following week 

while listening to the Nativity story.  Christmas 

can feel so rushed.  One of my favourite hymns is 

Silent Night as it evokes a real sense of the 

calm that must have pervaded the stable on that 

magical night.  We hope to capture some of that 

feeling for our little people as we wait for Jesus to 

arrive.

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A dose of simplicity at Christmas  by Rodney Nicholson 

We shall soon be hearing the annual bleat about the increasing commercialisation of 

Christmas, as though this were something new. No one denies the commercial aspect of 

the festive season, but it could hardly be otherwise. If I manufactured mince pies, I would 

be keen to sell as many as possible. Small-scale producers of craft goods, including those 

from developing countries, marketed through Traidcraft, look to Christmas as their best-

selling time. We may begrudge the High Street retailers’ making a killing out of the birth of 

the Son of God, but many of their suppliers as well as their own staff will look to Christmas 

as their opportunity for much-needed income. 

 Two questions, however, intrigue me. “Is Christmas a financial burden?” and “Why 

do we buy gifts?” For many, even most people, Christmas is not a burden. They have a good 

enough income to enable them to meet the regular costs, such as council tax, utility bills 

and the rest, which come in December just as in any other month. Alternatively, they may 

have plenty in reserve, so that a few hundred pounds for presents and entertaining causes 

no difficulty. I guess, though, that thousands of people are not so well placed. Not only 

those receiving Universal Credit but many other families do, I suspect, struggle to meet the 

Christmas expenses. It only needs a car bill to come at the wrong time for the normally 

secure family to have to do some careful budgeting. Many older people are comparatively 

well off with their private pensions or healthy reserves. It could be that more people than 

care to admit it find themselves stretched in buying expensive gifts for their grandchildren. 

 Financial difficulty is not a normal topic of conversation but I have found that, when 
the subject is broached, it is not uncommon for difficulties at some stage to be 
acknowledged. Research carried out by The Children’s Society a few years ago revealed that 
a high proportion of parents admitted to struggling at times to meet all their children’s 
educational needs: school uniform, sports equipment, school trips, the computer which is 
now a necessity and so on. So it would be interesting to have some answer to my question: 
how many families do have some problem in paying for Christmas, even though they enjoy 
it? My second question is: why do we buy gifts? Typical answers could be: “because the 
wise men brought gifts to Jesus”, or “to celebrate Jesus’s birthday by showing love to those 
close to us”, or “to thank people who have helped us all the year round – with a box of 
chocolates or a bottle of wine”. Presents may take the form of something which the 
recipient really needs but couldn’t or wouldn’t buy for themselves.  
They may be just something which it’s nice to give.   
A fair question, however, could be: why do we celebrate Jesus’s birthday by buying each 
other gifts? Isn’t it more appropriate to buy Jesus the gift, seeing that it’s his birthday. This 
might be done by a gift to Christian Aid or The Children’s Society or one of many other good 
charities. There are “alternative gifts” whereby the person gets a card saying that £50 for a 
goat or £20 for some medical supplies has gone to a family in Ethiopia.That said, Christmas 
should be a time of joy, not strain, and there are ways of celebrating our Saviour’s birth 
without spending more than we can honestly afford. Simplicity could be a virtue much in 
demand.
